President Barb Thomasee called the meeting to order, wel-

coming everyone and introduced the speaker Betsy Putnam, 

Director of Laramie County CASA (Court Appointed Special 

Advocate).  Betsy Putnam has been with CASA for 4 years; 

she started as the bookkeeper and advanced to director 

within the 4 year time frame. She began with the evolution of 

CASA.  

 
In 1977, a Seattle 

juvenile court 

judge concerned 

about making 

drastic decisions 

with insufficient 

information con-

ceived the idea of 

citizen volunteers 

speaking up for 

the best interests 

of abused and 

neglected chil-

dren in the court-

room. From that 

first program has grown a network of more than 955 

CASA and guardian ad litem programs that are recruiting, 

training and supporting volunteers in 49 states.1  
 

Ms Putnam also reported that CASA volunteers are required 

to complete 33 hours of training, they are interviewed, have 

to have a criminal background check, they must have a cur-

rent driverõs license and proof of auto insurance. They are 

sworn in as lay officers of the court. They submit reports di-

rectly to the Judge. The report includes detailed description 

of visitation with parents, progress report from school 

(grades), and what the child wants. The advocate also makes 

certain that basic needs (clothing, school supplies, senior pic-

tures etc) are being met for the child.  CASA is a 5013C Non-

profit organization; their funding comes from grants, dona-

tions and 100% of funding goes to helping the children.  

There are currently 116 children in the CASA program 37-40 

of them DO NOT have an advocate. Advocates are limited 

to 2 children. All children in CASA have been removed from 

the home. Only a police officer, doctor or physicianõs assis-

tant can remove a child from their home. Once a child is re-

moved a Shelter Care hearing must be held within 48 hours. 

The court always looks at placing children with other family 

members, if they cannot place with family they are placed in 

foster care.  Ms Putnam also stated that the very first child 

abuse case was handled by a Humane Society lawyer. Wyo-

ming is a mandatory reporting state, which means if you see a 

child being abused you by law are required to report the 

abuse. There are 5 CASA programs in Wyoming; Natrona 

County (Casper), Laramie County (Cheyenne), Association of 

the 5th Judicial District (Cody), Sixth Judicial District 

(Gillette) Child Advocacy Services of the Big Horns 

(Sheridan). Ms Putnam also stated that all advocates must be 

very open and non-judgmental.  Ms Putnam asked if there we 

had any questions, some of the questions are below: 

 

Q. What is CASAõs records retention? 

A. Records are retained both electronic and hard copy and 

are retained until the child meets age of majority + 7 years. 

 

Q. Are volunteers identified by name or number? 

A. They use their first name; it is up to the volunteers if they 

share their last name with child/parent. 

 

Q. Could our chapter adopt a child for the holidays? 

A. CASA puts on a Family Movie Night for all the homes

that have a CASA child. It allows the foster parents to bring not only the CASA child, but their own children and any other 

foster children that may be in the home. CASA accepts donations for the movie night and if we wanted to donate the funds 

should be sent the end of November or the first of December.  

 

Ms Putnam said that other ways to donate were to purchase gift cards that give kick backs to CASA. She said that the infor-

mation was on the CASA website. Also, if you would like to receive their newsletter let Pat or Barb know.  

 

The meeting was adjourned.

Privacy Groups Push for U.S. Adoption of E-ID Cards

Several privacy groups are now calling for the U.S. adoption of national electronic ID cards. According to a 
Nextgov.com article, the United States has long opposed the government assigning citizens electronic credentials for 
online authentication purposes. But privacy advocates are now urging the Obama administration to examine manda-
tory e-ID cards as they work to set voluntary online credentials for U.S. web surfers. 
   
The Center for Technology and Democracy reported that certain aspects of e-credentials may protect personal infor-
mation better than the passwords and PIN numbers people currently use for online transactions. And the non-profit 
Information Technology and Innovation Foundationôs (ITIF) study on international e-identification efforts says the ad-
ministration should examine Estonia as an example. 
 
"As of 2011, over 90 percent of the population in Estonia had an e-ID. . . In contrast, as of 2011, the United States 
does not have a national e-ID system. Most individuals still use a collection of poorly secured usernames and pass-
words to access online services," the study said.  
 
According to the article, Estonia began issuing mandatory e-IDs in 2002 as a means of improving government and 
commercial services. Citizens currently use the cards for public transportation fares, online voting, and online banking 
transactions.  
 
The survey reported that this is possible at a cost. The article noted that the installation of card readers is essential to 
this process. "To use a smartcard at home, users need to have card readers on their PCs and the correct software in-
stalled on their PCs," it stated. "To meet the needs of all users, the software must also be available for multiple operat-
ing systems." The user must also enter a PIN or password to authorize the transaction, the report explained. 
Estonia was proactive with its E-ID program. According to the article, to start the program, the government sold a card 
reader "starter package" for ú20 and led by example, requiring government computers to have card readers. 
Estonian officials say the design of its card has been key to overcoming privacy objections. 
 
"We haven't heard any case of breaking the cryptoprocessor" ï the card microprocessor that carries out the secure 
operations," stated Helar Laasik, chief expert for Estonian Police and Border Guard Board. "Therefore privacy prob-
lems are mainly emotional ones, people going around and talking about how government misuses and cross-links da-
tabases, etc." Furthermore, Laasik noted, the government and corporate databases already track these sorts of per-
sonal data. 
 
The ITIF study explained that the card is embedded with a chip containing non-visible data, such as machine-readable 
certificates for e-authentication and e-signatures. The front of Estonia's cards include a person's name, photograph, 
signature, personal ID number, date of birth, gender, citizenship status, card number, and expiration date. The back of 
the card states the place of birth, card issue date, and residence permit information.  
The ID cards are also available in a mobile format. The "Mobiil-ID" data is stored on a smaller card that fits into a 
smartphone.

According to the article, the electronic innards of the ID program are maintained by a consortium of banks and tele-
com companies. The partnership provides a standardized technical framework called DigiDoc that makes it easy for 
private sector developers to program digital signatures into commercial software. 
 
"The government has not placed any restrictions on the use of the e-ID in the private sector and the authentication 
mechanism is available to any outside developer," the report stated.  
 
Laasik said the Estonian E-ID application was translated into all operating systems and web browsers, including Inter-
net Explorer, Firefox, and Google's Chrome, which helps prevent technical difficulties. 
 
The cards do not contain traceable radio frequency identification chips, which diffuses some privacy fears. The "most 
time-consuming is to change the masses' mind," Laasik said. "They have to understand that the new system is clear, 
plain, transparent and highly secure." 
 
"You have a mandatory document called a driver's license, we have an ID-card," Laasik said. "The difference is in the 
secure communication channel. It's much easier to forge a driver's license than certificates that [are] in a heavily 
guarded server." 
 
Nextgov.com reported that Estonia may have been able to "be more nimble in its policymaking" for establishing e-IDs 
than the United States. "A small country with a homogenous population may not face the same political resistance 
when proposing new technology projects that would be found in a more politically divided nation," the report stated.  
According to the report, the United States may have a cost advantage because economies of scale could drive down 
hardware and software prices. In addition, the nation is an incubator for innovation. 
 
"Although the United States is late in creating a national e-ID strategy, if it heeds the lessons from early adopters it 
can capitalize on an enormous opportunity to create an e-ID system that can leapfrog those of other countries and 
help invigorate our information economy," it added. 
 
Right now, most Americans do not have a way to prove they are who they say they are online.  According to the arti-
cle, the administration has taken a step toward developing voluntary digital IDs with a venture called the National 
Strategy for Trusted Identities in Cyberspace. The public-private initiative, headed by the National Institute of Stan-
dards and Technology, is aimed at allowing Americans to transact with any secure website using one ID, without the 
need to repeatedly submit personal information.

Ancient Origins of Halloween 
Halloween's origins date back to the ancient Celtic festival of Samhain (pronounced 

sow-in). The Celts, who lived 2,000 years ago in the area that is now Ireland, the 

United Kingdom and northern France, celebrated their new year on November 1. 

On the night of October 31 they celebrated Samhain, when it was believed that the 

ghosts of the dead returned to earth 

By 43 A.D., the Roman Empire had conquered the majority of Celtic territory. In the 

course of the four hundred years that they ruled the Celtic lands, two festivals of 

Roman origin were combined with the traditional Celtic celebration of Samhain. The 

first was Feralia, a day in late October when the Romans traditionally commemo-

rated the passing of the dead. The second was a day to honor Pomona, the Roman 

goddess of fruit and trees. The symbol of Pomona is the apple and the incorpora-

tion of this celebration into Samhain probably explains the tradition of "bobbing" for 

apples that is practiced today on Halloween. 

On May 13, 609 A.D., Pope Boniface IV dedicated the Pantheon in Rome in honor 
of all Christian martyrs, and the Catholic feast of All Martyrs Day was established in 
the Western church. Pope Gregory III (731ï741) later expanded the festival to in-
clude all saints as well as all martyrs, and moved the observance from May 13 to 
November 1. By the 9th century the influence of Christianity had spread into Celtic 
lands, where it gradually blended with and supplanted the older Celtic rites. In 1000 
A.D., the church would make November 2 All Souls' Day, a day to honor the dead. 
It is widely believed today that the church was attempting to replace the Celtic festi-
val of the dead with a related, but church-sanctioned holiday. All Souls Day was 
celebrated similarly to Samhain, with big bonfires, parades, and dressing up in cos-
tumes as saints, angels and devils. The All Saints Day celebration was also called 
All-hallows or All-hallowmas (from Middle English Alholowmesse meaning All 
Saints' Day) and the night before it, the traditional night of Samhain in the Celtic re-
ligion, began to be called All-hallows Eve and, eventually, Halloween
